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Title: Sources Sought for Ammunition for SR-25 Weapons System

Proposal Disallowed Reason: This is a sources sought announcement.

No proposals are allowed. 
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Description:
The Department of Energy (DOE) National Nuclear Security Administration (NNSA) is considering the acquisition and fielding of a Knights SR-25 weapons system.  Its mission would require ammunition that will meet characteristics of the 7.62 M993AP and the M118LR rounds.  We are soliciting ammunition manufacturers for interest in developing one round that will meet the characteristics of both the 7.62 M118LR and M993AP rounds.  The round specifications are required to meet or exceed the ballistic trajectory curve and accuracy characteristics of the M118LR.  The round specifications are required to equal the penetration capabilities of the M993AP.  The overall size specifications are the dimensions of the M118LR.  A US vendor is preferred to eliminate acquisition problems and import duties.  Estimated ammunition procurement is 300,000 – 500,000 rounds per annum.

The following additional information is provided:

1. Some developmental money is available for viable proposals and we request a statement within the proposal outlining how much is needed.

2. The round developed must have 1 minute-of-angle (MOA) accuracy from muzzle to 1000 yards.

3. Penetration capabilities must meet or exceed penetration of a ½ inch hardened steel (500 Birenal) or 18mm armor at 100 meters, and 13mm of armor at 300 meters.

4. The rounds developed will be used in a MK 11 MOD 0, KNIGHTS SR-25 rifle, which has a 20-inch barrel equipped with a sound suppressor.

5. We are also requesting a regular ball round with the same bullet weight, bullet speed, standard deviation, and ballistic coefficient.  This round would be used for qualifications, training, etc. in case the first round stated above is cost prohibitive except for duty use.

6. Live tissue destruction is of lesser importance than the overall accuracy potential and the penetration of armor.

7. The development of this round is for the Office of Secure Transportation and annually the purchase order would be approximately 500,000 to 750,000 rounds.  The practice round would be about the same in quantity.  The development of this round would be of interest to the DOD and could after testing, add to this order.  We cannot guarantee any particular numbers or commit the DOD to any order of the development of this round.

8. The order for the developed round (for testing only) would be approximately 300 rounds.

9. Delivery of the completed round for testing should be approximately 120 days after the start of the fiscal 2005 year, about April 1, 2005.
