STATEMENT OF WORK
1.0 Introduction

The National Nuclear Security Administration (NNSA) Livermore Site Office (LSO) is acquiring Sharepoint for use as replacement software. The current software, IntraDoc, is no longer operational and there is no available upgrade or purchase option. Sharepoint provides replacement features and additional features that are desired for LSO.  NNSA is seeking a vendor that can assist with configuring Sharepoint for desired operations.

2.0 Background

Executive management invested in the IntraDoc software three years ago to improve work processes at the site office. That software was a primitive browser portal that displayed documents from a repository and allowed all LSO users to find and read the approved policies and procedures for their organization. This software has been accepted and fully embraced by the staff. 

Recently the IntraDoc application stopped working in a dependable manner. Adding new documents to the application became impossible. The overall performance was degraded, and document searching was lengthy. Maintenance on the application did not improve performance. The vendor no longer supported IntraDoc and the alternative software was significantly priced. Alternative applications were reviewed by the NNSA Information Technology Division (ITD). 

Seven candidate applications were considered against the requirements provided by LSO. Three applications were considered for the short list and they performed demonstrations for the research group at LSO. From there Sharepoint was selected as best product for the work performed at LSO. 

Sharepoint is a complex application with many possible configurations. NNSA is seeking assistance from a strong vendor with experience in integration and configuration of Sharepoint to serve as web portal for an intranet. This software is seen as mission critical for LSO and successful configuration will involve working with multiple Microsoft network applcations including Exchange, SQL Server and IIS.

3.0 Scope

The purpose of this work statement is to install and configure Sharepoint for basic features in less than ninety (90) days. The difficulties to be overcome include configuration of Sharepoint 2001 for use on Windows 2000 running on a network without Active Directory. Sharepoint 2003 and Windows 2003 are not candidates for this work due to company policies regulating network servers. This precludes the use of simple configurations and wizards. Experience with manual configuration and knowledge of configuration values is critical to achieve an integrated and functioning system in the limited time available. 

Vendor will not be able to modify server or network architecture, but must provide a solution working within DOE Oakland policies. The network operates under strict guidance to create a secured network. This is not a classified network, but a very secure network. Vendor may need to adjust the proposed solution to satisfy both security policies and operational procedures. The Sharepoint solution will be implemented on four (4) Compaq dual Pentium servers. This is the planned architecture:

In addition, the vendor may be asked to provide hands-on technical support with short notice and high priority. For that reason we are seeking a supplier that is based within a 35 mile radius of Livermore. The successful supplier will also have a 24-hour paging system and a demonstrated response time of six hours or less.

4.0 Applicable Documents

5.0 Technical Requirements 

There are no documents to review prior to presenting a configuration plan. Following best practices for high security should be suitable to begin planning. The proposed configuration plan will be reviewed by network security and application development teams with the vendor. 
Following the review any changes to the configuration plan will be made by the vendor. The first deliverable is the configuration plan with all modifications. At the same time the second deliverable is due, the project plan with detailed tasks and timeline. 

The preferred deliverable for all configuration actions is a script or program that will set configurations in a consistent manner and may be used in disaster recovery. If configurations must be made interactively the deliverable must include screen illustration. In both cases there should be narrative explaining the rationale for each setting provided as either code comments or written paragraphs. The vendor shall deliver the final scripts or documents upon CD-ROM. 

The vendor shall configure Sharepoint portal for the production LSO network. Vendor will create categories, groups, and assign permissions as directed. Vendor will configure Sharepoint to create documents using Microsoft Office and restrict the location of shared documents. 

Vendor shall configure a process to include supervisor approval as conclusion to the publication process. The vendor will configure SPS to control the publication process. Users may be able to specify destination folders, titles, and other attributes that are recognized and used in the publication process to prepare documents for approvers. The current approval process involves multiple approvers using approved, not approved, null (not considered yet) values.

The configuration should support the following scenario:

· User creates a work environment to enclose a project task. 

· User selects or creates resources and documents needed to perform the work. 

· User selects other members to participate in the work environment.

· User may set permissions for other members from a list of permissions. 

· SP notifies all the members they are now members of a work environment.

· User determines when to publish the resulting document(s). As documents are published they are sent to a reviewer or approver. 

· User selects an approval path way from a list.

· Approvers are authenticated by SP to document any approval action. 

· SP determines handles notification and display of the document during the approval process. When the final approval is recorded the document is published.

· Published documents replace existing documents if specified in bullet 2 above.

· Published documents have restricted read access. Access may be restricted to groups or individuals. Some documents may have no restrictions. 

· Published documents are retrieved to local computer in read-only PDF format. 

Vendor should be ready to assist with configuration of Office applications that provide services to Sharepoint. 

Approval authentication and recording is critical. An approval page will be the second page of every document. This page should be generated from the database, but be incorporated as part of the document. It should display the approvers name, title, and date of signature. This page may remain dynamic until the final approval is given, then the approval page should be created as a static page included in the document. 

Vendor shall migrate the existing library of documents to locations on new servers and create indexed shared lists. This migration may require restoring existing PDF file types to Microsoft Word file types. 

Vendor shall create procedures to limit modifications to retrieved documents by converting all documents not in edit mode to PDF file type. 

Vendor shall provide software tools that prevent modifications to retrieved documents by converting all documents not in edit mode to PDF file type. 

Vendor should have a suite of support tools that have been developed and tested. Vendor should be able to demonstrate these tools and how they will assist Sharepoint Administrators with maintaining security, providing authenticity within the application, adding and modification of custom web controls, and tools for conversion. Two specific types of conversion tools are desired for our site and must be demonstrated as a qualification prior to award: 1) Tools that assist Administrators with migrating external documents and internal configuration settings from Sharepoint 2001 to Sharepoint 2003; and 2) Tools that assist with assembling large documents from image and OCR scanning of paper documents.

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ATTACHMENT B
COMMERCIAL ITEMS CLAUSES

FAR 52.212-1 -- Instructions to Offerors -- Commercial Items (July 2003)

(a) North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code and small business size standard. The NAICS code and small business size standard for this acquisition appear in Block 10 of the solicitation cover sheet (SF 1449). However, the small business size standard for a concern which submits an offer in its own name, but which proposes to furnish an item which it did not itself manufacture, is 500 employees.

(b) Submission of offers. Submit signed and dated offers to the office specified in this solicitation at or before the exact time specified in this solicitation. Offers may be submitted on the SF 1449, letterhead stationery, or as otherwise specified in the solicitation. As a minimum, offers must show --

(1) The solicitation number;

(2) The time specified in the solicitation for receipt of offers;

(3) The name, address, and telephone number of the offeror;

(4) A technical description of the items being offered in sufficient detail to evaluate compliance with the requirements in the solicitation. This may include product literature, or other documents, if necessary;

(5) Terms of any express warranty;

(6) Price and any discount terms;

(7) "Remit to" address, if different than mailing address;

(8) A completed copy of the representations and certifications at FAR 52.212-3;

(9) Acknowledgment of Solicitation Amendments;

(10) Past performance information, when included as an evaluation factor, to include recent and relevant contracts for the same or similar items and other references (including contract numbers, points of contact with telephone numbers and other relevant information); and

(11) If the offer is not submitted on the SF 1449, include a statement specifying the extent of agreement with all terms, conditions, and provisions included in the solicitation. Offers that fail to furnish required representations or information, or reject the terms and conditions of the solicitation may be excluded from consideration.

(c) Period for acceptance of offers. The offeror agrees to hold the prices in its offer firm for 30 calendar days from the date specified for receipt of offers, unless another time period is specified in an addendum to the solicitation.

(d) Product samples. When required by the solicitation, product samples shall be submitted at or prior to the time specified for receipt of offers. Unless otherwise specified in this solicitation, these samples shall be submitted at no expense to the Government, and returned at the sender's request and expense, unless they are destroyed during preaward testing.

(e) Multiple offers. Offerors are encouraged to submit multiple offers presenting alternative terms and conditions or commercial items for satisfying the requirements of this solicitation. Each offer submitted will be evaluated separately.

(f) Late submissions, modifications, revisions, and withdrawals of offers. 

(1) Offerors are responsible for submitting offers, and any modifications, revisions, or withdrawals, so as to reach the Government office designated in the solicitation by the time specified in the solicitation. If no time is specified in the solicitation, the time for receipt is 4:30 p.m., local time, for the designated Government office on the date that offers or revisions are due.

(2)

(i) Any offer, modification, revision, or withdrawal of an offer received at the Government office designated in the solicitation after the exact time specified for receipt of offers is "late" and will not be considered unless it is received before award is made, the Contracting Officer determines that accepting the late offer would not unduly delay the acquisition; and-

(A) If it was transmitted through an electronic commerce method authorized by the solicitation, it was received at the initial point of entry to the Government infrastructure not later than 5:00 p.m. one working day prior to the date specified for receipt of offers; or

(B) There is acceptable evidence to establish that it was received at the Government installation designated for receipt of offers and was under the Government's control prior to the time set for receipt of offers; or

(C) If this solicitation is a request for proposals, it was the only proposal received.

(ii) However, a late modification of an otherwise successful offer, that makes its terms more favorable to the Government, will be considered at any time it is received and may be accepted.

(3) Acceptable evidence to establish the time of receipt at the Government installation includes the time/date stamp of that installation on the offer wrapper, other documentary evidence of receipt maintained by the installation, or oral testimony or statements of Government personnel.

An offer may be withdrawn in person by an offeror or its authorized representative if, before the exact time set for receipt of offers, the identity of the person requesting withdrawal is established and the person signs a receipt for the offer.

(g) Contract award (not applicable to Invitation for Bids). The Government intends to evaluate offers and award a contract without discussions with offerors. Therefore, the offeror's initial offer should contain the offeror's best terms from a price and technical standpoint. However, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if later determined by the Contracting Officer to be necessary. The Government may reject any or all offers if such action is in the public interest; accept other than the lowest offer; and waive informalities and minor irregularities in offers received.

(h) Multiple awards. The Government may accept any item or group of items of an offer, unless the offeror qualifies the offer by specific limitations. Unless otherwise provided in the Schedule, offers may not be submitted for quantities less than those specified. The Government reserves the right to make an award on any item for a quantity less than the quantity offered, at the unit prices offered, unless the offeror specifies otherwise in the offer.
