
Sources Sought

The U. S. Department of Energy (DOE), Oak Ridge Operations Office (ORO), is seeking qualified small business sources (including teams or joint ventures as described below) under NAICS Code 561210, Facility Support Services Base Maintenance13 with a size limit of $23 million, to perform Infrastructure work at the DOE sites located at Piketon, Ohio (Portsmouth) and Paducah, Kentucky (Paducah).  This announcement is part of market research and anticipated responses are sought to identify sources that have the comprehensive knowledge, skills, and capacity to meet the overall requirement for implementing such a diverse scope of work.  
Portsmouth and Paducah are Government-owned, Contractor-Operated facilities that are the site of on-going environmental remediation and waste management.  A significant portion of each site is leased to the United States Enrichment Corporation (USEC) for uranium enrichment operations.  The approximate annual value of the anticipated Infrastructure contracts at each site is $20 to $24 million.  Each of the two five-year, cost-plus-award fee contract(s) anticipated – one for each site – will contain a transition period of approximately sixty (60) days.  Work provided under this contract may be provided as Government Furnished Services to others.  Personnel will be required to have either an “L” or “Q” clearance at the time of contract award or be capable of receiving a clearance within 90 days after award.  A Department of Defense (DOD) Top Secret or other clearance based upon a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) is acceptable if the background investigation is less than 5 years old. 

Interested sources shall provide information which shows capability and experience in the areas listed below. The type of work to be accomplished under the Infrastructure contracts will include, but not be limited to: 

· Surveillance and maintenance of facilities and other structures and areas;

· Operation and maintenance of an alternative heating system; 

· Disposal of sanitary waste; 

· Sampling, laboratory analysis, characterization, containerization, and onsite transport of contaminated or hazardous waste; 

· Technical support related to the Cold Standby status of gaseous diffusion process buildings, equipment and related structures; 

· Custodial services, including janitorial and pest control; 

· Road and ground maintenance, including dust/erosion control, snow/ice removal, and lawn mowing; 

· Computing and telecommunications services, including maintaining a website for site information; 

· Database maintenance; 

· General support to the DOE Real Estate office;

· Negotiation with building trades and site unions; 

· Maintenance of a site document control repository; 

· Overall site security cognizance, processing security investigations paperwork, and maintaining a personnel drug testing system; 

· Conducting mandatory training for site personnel; 

· Sorting and delivery of site mail; 

· Operation of the Environmental Information Center; 

· Consolidation of information from various contractors for site-wide statistical reports; 

· Development of coordinated responses to Freedom of Information Act, Privacy Act, discovery and other information requests; 

· Management and administration of litigation, claims, and workman’s compensation cases; 

· Site shipping and receiving; 

· Maintenance of an environmental, safety, and health (ES&H) program; 

· Fleet management; 

· Development and submittal of written reports; and

· Additional miscellaneous site services.

The statement of work may also include the following:

· Administration of the human resources program for active and retired site employees, including pensions, other benefits, and tracking of employees’ entitlements and movements between bargaining units.  

Interested small business sources, including small business-led teams and joint ventures that qualify under the above listed NAICS Code as a small business, are requested to submit a statement of capabilities (SOC) showing their team’s experience and capability to perform the above tasks. 

Interested companies should submit the following capability information via the DOE Industry Interactive Procurement System (IIPS): 

1. Past performance information (performed within the last 5 years) for 

the small business, team or joint venture members demonstrating familiarity and experience with the areas of work listed above should include:



a.  Description of the size, term and complexity of the job;

b. Identification of the company’s role as either a prime or 

subcontractor;

c. Identification of a point of contact and contact information at the

 agency or prime contractor’s organization for verification of information; and

d. Description in detail of the specific tasks performed by the 

company.

2. Resumes of up to three (3) anticipated key personnel with experience in managing the work areas listed above. 

3. Description of the company’s experience in managing a team or acting as a member of a team of businesses on contracts involving diverse work scopes.  Provide points of contact (including contact information) who can verify this experience.

4. A list of any companies anticipated to be used as team or joint venture members and a copy of the draft or final written agreement to be used.  In addition, provide a synopsis of the proposed management strategy for the relationship.

5. A synopsis of financing arrangements available to support performance under a contract with an anticipated annual value of $24 million.

Work similar to the effort discussed above is currently being performed at the Paducah and Portsmouth sites under a management and integration (M&I) contract.  The Department is currently investigating alternative approaches to workforce transition requirements, and the attached Work Force Transition and Human Resources Management document synopsizes both the current requirements and the alternatives being considered.

Interested small businesses are invited to submit any comments, questions or suggestions they may have with respect to evaluation criteria, methods of reducing the costs of proposal preparation, or procurement process streamlining.  All feedback provided will be taken into consideration, however the agency reserves the right to not utilize the comments or any other information provided.  All comments, questions, and suggestions should be submitted under a separate heading along with the capability information requested.  

Small businesses responding to this market survey must submit their responses via the DOE IIPS at http://doe-iips.pr.doe.gov/ no later than 2:00 p.m., eastern daylight savings time, on August 15, 2003.
