C. Vendor shall provide, construct and install two (2) Service Bodies in accordance with the requirements specified below (at minimum):
1. Body shall be at minimum 14 gauge galvanized steel in construction.

2. Body shall be approximately 107.25” long x 40” high x 94” wide.
3. Bed floor shall be 54” wide and constructed of 12 gauge (minimum) steel skid-proof plate.

4. All doors shall be equipped with stainless steel hinges and latches with recessed handles (“T” type twist handles not acceptable).
5. All compartment door openings will be fitted with automotive bubble style seals designed to prevent dust and moisture from entering.
6. All compartments shall be provided with keyed locks and keyed alike.
7. All compartment door strikers shall be adjustable and affixed to the door with screws – not welded strikers.
8. Body is to be dipped in prime paint and then the exterior painted to match the color of the truck it is to be mounted upon.

9. Interior of the body is to be painted with a mar resistant paint of neutral color.
10. Body will be provided with exterior lighting package that shall comply with/provide for all applicable safety and legal requirements for vehicles driven on public roadways.  Protective guards will be provided and installed to accommodate protection of all wiring and light fixtures that are exposed inside the compartments after being installed in the body.

11. Body shall be constructed in accordance with the following general specifications:

a. Bed floor to compartment top: 24”

b. All compartment depths: 20”
c. All horizontal compartment heights (both sides): 18.5”

12. Body shall be equipped with 6 compartments.  Dimensions stated below are approximate.  Clear compartment door openings as follows (w x h):
a. Passenger side – front vertical compartment: 29.5” x 33.5” (See #13 below for specifications on drawers to be installed in this compartment.)
b. Passenger side horizontal compartment: 69.5” x 13.5”

c. Passenger side rear vertical compartment: 23.5” x 15.5” 

d. Driver side horizontal compartment: 43.5” x 13.5” 

e. Driver side rear vertical compartment: 21.5” x 33.5” 
f. Driver side front vertical compartment: 29.5” x 33.5” (See #14 below for specs on cabinet to be installed in this compartment.)
13. Provide and install transverse type drawer unit in passenger side front vertical compartment using the          following specifications at a minimum:

a. Three (3) top drawers approximately 24” wide x 3” high x 69” long.  Removable and with latches to keep drawers closed in transit or when not in use.
b. One (1) drawer on bottom approximately 24” wide x 5” high x 69” long.  Removable and with latch to keep drawer closed in transit or when not in use.

c. Each drawer to have a fixed lengthwise divider with widthwise adjusters at 4” centers.
d. 14 gauge galvanized steel construction with 250 lb capacity per drawer.
e. Ball bearing drawer guides.
14. Provide and install cabinet securely inside driver side front vertical compartment meeting the following specifications at minimum:
a. Cabinet shall have shelf on top.
b. Cabinet shall be fitted with heavy duty drawers and bearing guides sized to the following:

(1) Six each 3” drawers and Six sets of dividers to fit – above the 5” drawer
(2) One each 5” drawer and one set of dividers to fit – above the 7” drawer 
     


(3) One each 7” drawer and one set of dividers to fit – bottom
c. Drawers shall be fitted with latches to keep unit closed when in transit or not in use
d. Allow ½” clearance from top, bottom, and sides of opening of the compartment
15. Shelving in all other compartments shall:

a. Have a minimum of 250 lbs. capacity rating.

b. Be removable.
c. Be prime painted then painted with mar resistant paint to match the interior of service body color.
16. New hot stick/ground boxes for both trucks shall be provided and installed, meeting the following specifications at minimum:

a. Box shall be approximately 20” deep x 107” long x 12” high (some modification may be necessary to accommodate the installation of the ladder rack – See Part B., items 9a, 9b, 10a and 10b above).
b. 14 gauge galvanized steel, constructed so there are no sharp edges.  
c. Install on top of the driver’s side compartments on the service body.  
d. Box door shall be minimum of 100” long, face toward the driver side and will have stainless steel full length piano-type hinge located at the bottom of the door.
e. Door shall have two lockable latches with recessed stainless steel handles.  (“T” type twist handles not acceptable).
f. These locks shall be keyed the same as the rest of the service body latch locks.

g. Chains shall be attached at both ends of door to the box frame top.
h. Prime painted and painted gloss black.
i. Automotive bubble style seal shall be installed on door frame to prevent dust and moisture inside the ground box.
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
