Title: Transportation Services for the Office of Secure Transportation

Description: The purpose of this Sources Sought announcement is to determine the availability of small businesses with the experience and expertise needed to provide the effort described in the draft Statement of Work (SOW).  Interested Small Businesses are encouraged to review the draft SOW and provide a Statement of Capabilities (SOC).  This procurement is classified under North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) Code 484230, Specialized Freight (except used goods) Trucking, Long-distance, size standard $21.5M.

Scope: The contractor will provide transportation support services such as trained, qualified armed and unarmed personnel to conduct safe, efficient and DOT compliant transportation duties involving critical Office of Secure Transportation (OST) equipment, Tractor-Trailers, Escort Vehicles, training vehicles and equipment in support of Operational Readiness Training, Joint Training Exercises and other training activities, and other transportation support services as identified in the SOW requirements as identified above.  

Summary of activities required for this task:

a.  PROVIDE QUALIFIED PERSONNEL:  

· All personnel must obtain and hold a commercial drivers license (CDL) 

· All personnel must possess a Hazardous Material (HAZMAT) endorsement on their CDL

· The transportation equipment operators must comply with applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations, and DOE directives.

· All personnel knowledgeable of and comply with DOT Federal Motor Carrier Safety Regulations such as but not limited to; 
· Ensure full compliance with carrier insurance requirements as required in 49 Code of Federal Regulations and Federal Motor Carrier Safety Regulations Part 387. Varying levels of insurance are required based on specific commodity transport a company can provide. 
· Possess and maintain a satisfactory DOT Safety Rating per criteria outlined in 49 CFR, Part 385. 

· Provide documentation to NNSA/OST at request demonstrating that they are in good standing with the State of New Mexico Public Regulation Commission (PRC) Transportation Division 

· Provide copies of Corporate Registration and/or Certificate of Good Standing, and completed Warrant for Transportation Services with attachments issued by NM PRC. 

· Ensure and maintain full compliance with all applicable state & federal regulations (Motor Vehicle Division, Public Regulation Commission, Federal Motor Safety Regulations Parts 40, 325, and 355 through 399, and 49 CFR Hazardous Materials Regulations Part 106-180, if applicable). 

· If carrier will be providing transportation of hazardous materials the carrier shall provide OST with current US DOT Research and Special Administration registration certificate with RSPA number. (49 CFR HAZMAT regulations part 107.601) 
· All personnel must be knowledgeable of and comply with pertinent NNSA/OST policies, procedures and guidance such as but not limited to; site access policies, equipment storage, Lockout/Tagout policies, OST Policy 6.13, 6.01, OST Standard Operating Procedures for contractor transportation support etc.   

b.  ARMED PERSONNEL:

· As required by NNSA/OST, provide certified and armed personnel that meet all NNSA policies and guidance on armed contractor personnel. 
c.  PERSONNEL TRAINING: 

· Proper operation of all onboard radio and communications equipment 

· Proper operation of OTS specific equipment, inspection of OST equipment, for example pre and post trip inspections, winter driving, cursory safety and security checks, basic first aid and CPR, etc. 

d. PERSONNEL SCHEDULING AND PLANNING DUTIES:

· Full time Contractor Transportation Planner located at Albuquerque Courier Section
· Resource Planning software training to all contractor operations managers

        e.  RECORDS MANAGEMENT:

As requested by NNSA/OST, provide documentation of driver qualifications, driver training qualifications, safety record, driver driving logs etc.      
Contract deliverables include: 

1.  Transportation management plan detailing the operations to be undertaken that would fulfill the requirements of this statement of work.  This plan would include as a minimum but not limited to: 

· Management organization

· Scheduling support

· Driver screening and hiring

· Pre-trip and post trip inspections requirements

· Emergency Response

· Security Plan

· Training Plan

· List of insurance

· Communications Plan

· Personnel Qualifications Report

2.  Cost control and project management documentation that identifies as a minimum monthly Actual Cost of Work Performed (ACWP) and Budgeted Cost of Work Performed (BCWP), schedule variations, milestone delivery variations, plus any additional cost reporting as directed by the OST Contracting Officer’s Representative. 

3. Quality Assurance plan that outlines how the contractor is going to meet OST expectations and comply with all requirements identified in requirements section of statement of work.

Firms must demonstrate capability and experience in, providing safe and cost efficient long distance commercial trucking services.  This sources sought announcement is being used to develop a source list for the future procurement. Large businesses should not reply to this announcement, but should consider teaming with a small business. Small businesses are requested to submit to NNSA/AL a Statement of Capability (SOC), which includes the following information:

Name of Firm(s) (including address);

SOC's are not intended to be proposals, but rather are a means for small businesses to demonstrate their experience, performance and capabilities.
