How many former workers do you expect to serve through this new Nationwide Program?
A percentage of the estimated 100,000 former workers from sites that have not been served to date, plus a percentage of the 300,000 already served who may be interested in repeat beryllium sensitization screening.

How did DOE calculate this number?
DOE estimates that the total DOE workforce is 600,000, and that 130,000 of those individuals are current employees.  That leaves approximately 470,000 estimated former DOE workers.  We estimate that about 70,000 have died, and that the remaining population is 400,000.  

Approximately 300,000 have already been invited to participate, 50,000 of whom have chosen to participate through the existing FWP and Be Programs.  That leaves about 100,000 who have not yet been served.  Of course, only a percentage of the 100,000 will likely choose to participate, and there will also be some individuals who have participated before who will choose to have follow-up BeLPTs through the new Nationwide Program.
