Solicitation for Financial Assistance:  DE-PS07-03ID14525, Nuclear Energy Plant Optimization (NEPO) Program for Minority Institutions Under the 2003 University Partnership Program

SUMMARY: 

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) is seeking proposals from institutions who are recognized as part of the University Partnership Program for FY 2003 (herein referred to as the “minority institution”) to conduct research and development designed to improve the operation of present US nuclear power plants.  Continued operation of existing nuclear power plants is an essential part of the Nation’s energy strategy.  Operation of these plants beyond their original license term to a total of 60 years will help reduce the number of new base-load nuclear and fossil power plants that need to be built and avoid substantial greenhouse gas emissions. The National Energy Policy calls for the expansion of nuclear energy as part of a strategy to assure the Nation’s long-term energy security, while protecting the environment. 

The Nuclear Energy Plant Optimization (NEPO) program was established in fiscal year 2000 in response to the 1997 recommendation of the President’s Committee of Advisors on Science and Technology (PCAST).  The DOE implemented a government/industry cost-shared process that identifies and prioritizes nuclear R&D projects to develop key technologies to ensure that US nuclear power plants continue to deliver reliable and affordable energy supplies up to and beyond their original 40-year license period. The technology activities that the program addresses are detailed in the DOE-Electric Power Research Institute (EPRI) Joint Strategic Plan to Optimize U.S. Nuclear Power Plants (see http://nepo.ne.doe.gov).

For fiscal year (FY) 2003, approximately $100,000 is expected to be available for R&D projects that address the program objectives of increases in electrical generation capability, improvement in average industry capacity factors, or contributing to the development of break-through technologies to ensure a minimum of 60 years of operation for U.S. nuclear power plants.  In meeting these objectives, proposals are expected to significantly contribute, but are not limited, to the following elements:

· Electrical cable aging management,

· Light water reactor fuel and core optimization, 

· Instrumentation and control, 

· Metallurgy/materials aging, 

· Advanced nondestructive examination techniques, 

· Spent fuel management and 

· Advanced power uprates 

These elements are consistent with the DOE-EPRI Joint Strategic Plan referenced above and have been highlighted by the efforts of the Nuclear Energy Research Advisory Committee. Further descriptions of these work elements are provided in Section I.B, Project Description.  

DOE anticipates making one or more financial assistance awards (see Section V.Q, Terms and Conditions Applicable to Awards), each ranging from $50,000 to $100,000 in Federal funding. Grants will be awarded in accordance with Title 10 of the Code of Federal Regulations, Chapter II Subchapter H, Part 600 (10 CFR 600).   The successful applicant(s) will be required to submit a final report to DOE on the R&D project and lessons learned.

The project performance period for each R&D project is anticipated to be no more than 12 – 18 months.

COST SHARE:  

There is no cost share on for this grant solicitation.  

ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS:

Institutions who have been recognized as minority institutions within the University Partnership Program for FY 2003 are invited to submit proposals.  National laboratories may participate only as members of a partnership or consortium with the minority institution. In such partnerships or consortiums, the minority institution is expected to be the lead organization. 

NE has previously designated the following schools as being minority institutions who are recognized as part of the University Partnership Program for FY 2003: Tuskegee University, South Carolina State University, Texas A&M University-Kingsville, Prairie View A&M University, New Mexico State University, and University of New Mexico.

The intent of this solicitation is for DOE to award grants in accordance with 10 CFR 600 regulations.  The prime applicants will be responsible for providing required reports to DOE as well as overall administration of the grant.

APPLICATIONS:

Your application will consist of three parts:

· The application face sheet is the Standard Form (SF) 424 "Application for Federal Assistance”.

· The proposal (limited to 16 pages as specified in Section II “Technical Application Requirements”.

· The Cost Proposal

Applicants are not required to submit Section VI information unless they are notified by DOE to do so. 

Technical applications must be formatted such that when printed on standard 8-1/2” x 11” letter size paper it does not exceed 16 single-spaced pages, excluding the required SF 424 and cost proposal.  Margins on all four sides must not be smaller than 1”, font size must not be smaller than 11 point Arial or equivalent.
SUBMISSION INSTRUCTIONS:

Completed applications are required to be submitted as either an Adobe PDF, Microsoft WORD or Corel WordPerfect file via the Industry Interactive Procurement System (IIPS) in accordance with the instructions outlined in this solicitation.

The Standard Form 424, the Cost Proposal and the Technical Application, are due by 3:00 p.m. MST, Wednesday July 30, 2003.  

The application supplemental documentation, discussed in Section VI of this solicitation, must be submitted within 15 calendar days after selection notification.  An applicant who fails to cooperate fully and in a timely manner during negotiations may be eliminated from further consideration for award.

UNSUCCESSFUL APPLICANT BRIEFING INFORMATION:

Applicants not selected for award may ask for a debriefing by submitting a written request to the DOE Merit Review Committee Chairperson no later than fourteen days after notification that its application was not selected.  The debriefing will be done by telephone.  

PROJECTED SOLICITATION MILESTONES:

Applications will be evaluated immediately after the application due date deadline.  Merit review and selection activities are expected to be complete approximately four weeks after the application deadline.  Award activities are expected to be complete by September 30, 2003.  This timeframe includes time for submission by the selected applicant of the non-technical, supplemental documentation.  An incomplete or inadequately supported application will delay or negate the award.  
Note:  After selection has been finalized, the solicitation and any related applications will be archived on IIPS.

SECTION I: SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION:

A. Background

Recognizing the broad national strategic interests served by nuclear power, DOE initiated the NEPO program in FY2000 in response to the recommendations of the PCAST.  Over the last two decades, the nuclear industry has achieved high levels of nuclear power plant safety and performance.  Further progress will require investment in new technologies that can continue to improve performance and increase electrical generation by (1) addressing aging management and the long-term reliability of systems and components, (2) by upgrading to modern digital instrumentation and control and other efficiency and productivity improvements, and 3) uprating the generation output of existing plants.  Research and development funded under this program is expected to result in generation optimization opportunities through improved capacity factors and increased power output, and breakthrough technologies to ensure longterm operation of existing nuclear power plants.

NEPO seeks to develop and apply new technologies to improve plant reliability, availability, and productivity while maintaining a high level of safety.  The NEPO program is designed to identify, prioritize, and conduct essential R&D needed over the next decade to sustain and enhance operation of existing nuclear power plants.  Projects must represent aspects of research and development, not engineering and deployment. Funding for engineering and deployment activities are considered to be outside the scope of the NEPO program.

Project Description

The Department of Energy is seeking proposals from minority institutions (see Summary Section) for new and innovative research that is expected to contribute significantly to meeting the NEPO program objectives.  Specifically the purpose of the NEPO program is to conduct R&D that meets at least one of the following objectives:

· Contributes to the increase of electrical generation capability from existing nuclear power plants

· Contributes to continued improvement in average industry capacity factors

· Contributes to the development of break-through technologies in long-term operation to ensure a minimum of 60 years of operation.

In addition to meeting one or more of the above objectives, the proposals are expected to significantly contribute, but are not limited, to the work elements discussed below. These work elements are consistent with the DOE-Electric Power Research Institute Joint Strategic Plan to Optimize U.S. Nuclear Power Plants (see http://nuclear.gov/nepo2/default-nepo.asp ).  Prospective applicants should exercise judgment in submitting only the most promising and innovative proposals. In formulating prospective projects applicants should assess, the current state of development in areas to be investigated to avoid duplication of work.  A summary of Nuclear NEPO projects can be obtained at http://nuclear.gov/nepo2/default-nepo.asp.

Specific Work Elements
Electrical Cable Aging Management: As nuclear plants continue to age, electrical cables degrade as a result of long-term operation and exposure to harsh environmental conditions that include high radiation and extreme temperatures.  Aging management and condition monitoring of electrical cables requires research that is necessary to understand the degradation and to enable development and demonstration of cost effective aging strategies that may prevent, detect, monitor, or mitigate the degradation.  Projects in this area are expected to contribute to increased capacity factors and operating predictability.

LWR Fuel and Core Optimization:  Research in support of fuel and core optimization will result in improving the performance of current plants.  Improvements in LWR fuel performance relative to higher burnup fuels may be needed to justify operating at higher power levels for optimum fuel cycle lengths and future increases in generating capacity.

Instrumentation and Control:  R&D is needed to address the technological, institutional, and regulatory issues which impact the feasibility and effectiveness of replacing deteriorating, obsolete, and inefficient analog instrumentation and control systems with digital systems, in particular for safety significant systems.  Development of technical bases for implementing digital technology will contribute to and facilitate continued improvement in average industry capacity factors.

Metallurgy / Materials Aging: Degradation management for operating reactors requires the ability to predict the rate of degradation, to assess the condition of the materials, and to evaluate the operability of affected structures and components.  R&D is needed to assure operation of the existing fleet to 60 years of plant life. 

Advanced Non-Destructive Examination Techniques:  Current non-destructive examination (NDE) techniques are not applicable for evaluation of certain types of defects.  Advanced techniques need to be developed for direct measurement of these defects and to reduce uncertainties assumptions associated with excessive conservatism and false positive indications.  Research focused on the significant long-term effects of aging (e.g., reactor vessel, vessel internals, and other critical reactor components) is needed in order to develop advanced NDE techniques.  These methods are expected to reduce the number of extended outages to replace major reactor system components, which will in turn have a positive effect on capacity factors.

Spent Fuel Management:  Research is needed to resolve a number of technical and regulatory barriers associated with the dry storage of higher burn-up spent fuel (in excess of 45 GWd/MTU) including, resolution of the “burn-up” credit issue, experimental validation of the behavior of spent fuel rods and assemblies under expected dry storage conditions, and demonstration of new cask designs to support dry storage of higher burn-up spent fuel.  This represents a potential technical barrier to 60 years of operation.

Advanced Power Uprates:  Research is necessary to maximize the energy output of currently operating nuclear power plants.  This requires that plants be kept operational through their economic lifetimes and that their performance be increased.  The nuclear industry is making power uprates to nuclear plants within the confines of current financial and regulatory feasibility. The DOE is interested in power uprates beyond what the industry is currently pursuing with the Nuclear Regulatory Commission.  As an example fuel and materials R&D will likely be required to achieve the next generation of uprates.

SECTION II: TECHNICAL APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS:


Each application must contain the following information and must use the following format:

1.0 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY - Proposed project and the relationship to the objectives of the solicitation.  Identification and discussion of the role of all project participants.  Project Schedule and Milestones, including key milestones.  The executive summary shall be no more than 1 page for each project.  This summary will be included in any response to a request for information about the project and therefore must not contain proprietary information.


2.0 PROJECT DESCRIPTION - A narrative description of the proposed project including introduction and objectives, background, details of the work plan including a detailed description of the R&D tasks to be performed.   The project description shall be no more than 8 pages.


3.0 TECHNICAL CAPABILITIES - Identification of the project organization, including qualifications and responsibilities of the participating organizations, and description of facilities and equipment.  Biographical sketches for the principal investigator and other key project personnel are limited to no more than 5 pages in total.
4.0 PROJECT MANAGEMENT PLAN

Project organization and responsibilities

Task integration and project coordination

Project Schedule and key milestones at the end of each task

5.0 TOTAL COSTS - Identification of the project costs for the total project period and the amount for each participating organization (Itemize the financial commitment of each participant.).  For example:

Note: The number of pages for the Project Management Plan and Total Cost sections are not specifically restricted.   Each application, including sections 4.0 and 5.0, is however restricted to no more than 16 pages, excluding SF 424 and cost proposal.

Your cost proposal will be a separate section and shall be in accordance with the “Cost Proposal Guidelines” at http://www.id.doe.gov/doeid/PSD/proc-div.html, click on Financial Assistance (FA), Application Forms.  

SECTION III: APPLICATION EVALUATION:

B. Merit Reviews

All applications will be evaluated under the procedures outlined in the "Department of Energy Merit Review Guide for Financial Assistance and Unsolicited Proposals," available at the following URL: http://www.pr.doe.gov/fahome.html, click on Regulations and Guidance.  

· DOE will perform an initial screening of the applications for conformance with the technical and administrative requirements stated in this Solicitation, and for general relevance to NEPO program objectives. Applications determined not to be in conformance with the solicitation requirements, particularly the project description, will be removed from further consideration. 

· For those applications that successfully complete the initial screening, a merit review will be performed to evaluate technical merit and cost aspects of the applications.  This merit review will be in accordance with the evaluation criteria stated below.  For this purpose, three or more professionally and technically qualified persons will be selected in such a manner as to assure the highest degree of independence and objectivity. The review committee members may be federal and non-federal experts.  

· Applicants may be contacted by the merit review committee for clarifications before the committee makes its final recommendation to the Selection Official.  Clarifications may be done in person, by videoconference, or by teleconference. 

C. Selection Criteria 

Only those applications which meet all of the requirements of this solicitation will be considered for selection.   All applications will be evaluated and point-scored in accordance with the following criteria.  The applications must be fully responsive to each of the following criteria.   
· Criterion 1 (30 points): Technical quality of the application and proposed work -

Importance of the proposed work in meeting program objectives; Completeness and clarity of the technical application; Appropriateness/adequacy of the proposed methodology or approach; The adequacy and appropriateness of the schedule (sequence of project tasks, planned levels of data acquisition, sampling and analyses, principal milestones, and time for each task) and the planned assignment of responsibilities and level of manpower to accomplish the project objectives and deliverables.

· Criterion 2 (25 points): Applicant/Team Capabilities - Capabilities and qualifications of principal investigator, key personnel and subcontractors; adequacy of resources (including facilities and equipment) applied by participating organizations to accomplish the proposed project scope.

· Criterion 3 (30 points): Benefit to the NEPO Program Objectives– Applicant has clearly identified the importance of the project to the existing fleet of nuclear power plants with supporting evidence to that fact and has documented the basis for at least one of the following objectives:

· The project will contribute to continuing increases in the electrical generating capacity from existing plants.

· The project will facilitate continued increases in average industry capacity factors.

· The project contributes to the development of break-through technologies to ensure a minimum of 60 years of operation.



· Criterion 4 (15 points):  Reasonableness of the proposed schedule.

Cost will be considered in the overall evaluation of proposals but will not be numerically weighted and scored.  The evaluation will include an analysis of the realism of the cost proposal and the total price that DOE will pay.

D. Weighting of Criteria

The criteria will be based on a maximum of 100 points and individually weighted as indicated above. 

SECTION IV: GENERAL CONDITIONS:

E. Non-governmental Reviewers 

In conducting this evaluation, the Government may utilize assistance and advice from non‑Government personnel.  Applicants are therefore requested to state on the cover sheet of the applications if they do not consent to an evaluation by such non‑Government personnel.  The applicants are further advised that DOE may be unable to give full consideration to an application submitted without such consent.    

F. Application Preparation Costs

DOE is under no obligation to pay for any costs associated with preparation or submission of applications if an award is not made.  If an award is made, such costs may be allowable as provided in the applicable cost principles (Reference 10 CFR 600.127 and 10 CFR 600.222).  

G. Partial Awards

DOE reserves the right to support, or not to support, all, or any part of any application. 

H. Proprietary Application Information

Applications submitted in response to this solicitation may contain trade secrets and/or privileged or confidential commercial or financial information, which the applicant does not want to be used or disclosed for any purpose other than evaluation of the application.  The use and disclosure of such data may be restricted, provided the applicant marks the cover sheet of the application with the following legend and specifies the pages of the application which are to be restricted in accordance with the conditions of the legend:

"The data contained in pages ___ of this application have been submitted in confidence and contain trade secrets or proprietary information, and such data shall be used or disclosed only for evaluation purposes, provided that if this applicant receives an award as a result of or in connection with the submission of this application, DOE shall have the right to use or disclose the data herein to the extent provided in the award.  This restriction does not limit the government's right to use or disclose data obtained without restriction from any source, including the applicant."
